Congratulations for showing interest in the Advance Video Technology at Tiffin Columbian High School.  

Students often ask about the differences between video tech and advance video tech classes.  Listed below are descriptions of each course.

Video Technology- Is a video fundamental class that covers the entire process of creating a good film.  Writing, scripting, storyboarding, filming, editing, music, titles, and special effects are all part of the package.  
Advance Video Technology- Is taking knowledge from first level video tech and expanding toward “real life” Production Company. This will be producing programming for other individuals or groups, contests, channel 10, the public access channel.  Students will be responsible for all aspects of production such as scripting, filming, editing, etc.


Prerequisite:  Student must take Video Technology and pass with a C average, have taken independent film or instructor approval.  All students must be able to return to school during evening hours to film school and community events such as plays, concerts, sports, etc.  Some out of class time may be required so student should be of good academic standing.  Student should be self-motivated and able to work without supervision and well with others.
